Mask Making

Materials:

· Drink trays, cardboard tubes (toilet, paper towel, wrapping paper), egg cartons, 

· Newspaper and newsprint
· Masking tape.

· Wallpaper paste or watered-down white glue
· Water
· Plastic containers

· Bag of newspaper / newsprint, ripped in @ 1 inch wide by 2 inch long strips.

· Sponges and sink for clean up.

Painting/Decorating Masks:   *Done another day, after masks are dry.

· Smocks / old shirts.

· Acrylic paint, brushes, water.

· Decorations: ribbons, buttons, sequins, feathers, raffia, tissue paper, found objects

· Glue gun

· Acrylic sealant (spray or paint)

Procedures:

1. Cover workspace with newspaper. 

2. Use your imagination. Construct a mask frame from the cardboard pieces and newspaper. Tape pieces together. Use tape sparingly.

3. Put your name on the inside. 

4. Dip paper strips into wallpaper paste or watered down white glue. Wipe off excess apply to mask. 

5. Overlap pieces slightly. Smooth down edges of the paper. Complete one layer, then begin another. More layers gives more strength. Last layer in plain newsprint. 

6. Smooth down the edges of the mask.   

7. Allow drying overnight.
Please clean up for the next group.

Group Questions:
